Chair Prof. Baonian Wan for his outstanding leadership and contributions towards the progress of AAPPS-DPP.

2. Discussion [Proposals for future activities of AAPPS-DPP]
AS then gave a brief overview of some of the new initiatives he would like to introduce in the activities of
AAPPS-DPP. These included:
[1] Organizing workshops/schools in the Asia Pacific region under the auspices of the Society
[2] Promoting international research collaborations between AAPPS-DPP members and member Institutes



[3] Promoting diversity and gender balance in the planning and implementation of the Society’s annual
conference.
[4] Strengthening scientific ties between AAPPS-DPP and other international organizations like the APS-DPP
and EPS-DPP

AS then invited comments from the members on the proposed new initiatives. In response:

1) Rajdeep Rawat strongly endorsed the idea of holding workshops/training schools on selected topics and
suggested that these could be carried out with additional support and in collaboration with organizations
like IAEA, Sakura Science program, APRI/GIST program of Korea etc. He gave examples of how these
things have been successfully carried out in Singapore in the past.

2)  Sudeep Bhattacharjee also strongly supported the idea of these educational activities and felt that they
would strengthen the research abilities of young scientists and students in the region. He also made
suggestions about seeking help from various scientific funding agencies like Dept. of Sc and Tech in
India.

3)  Wonho Choe suggested seeking financial assistance from APCTP for the educational activities. He also
recommended linking up with some well-known international schools like the ITER International
School.

4)  Yoshiharu Omura pointed to some of the past research collaborations in the space physics community
among US and some of the member societies of the AAPPS. He felt that AAPPS-DPP could help to
further strengthen this activity.

5) Yoshida Zensho recommended that in order to gain support for promoting the above activities one
should highlight the interdisciplinary nature of the AAPPS-DPP activities and also emphasize the broad
international character of the Society. He also suggested that one should explain the “academic” aspect
of the collaborative research which can contribute towards a peaceful global development.

6) Anthony Murphy stated that diversity and gender balance are important issues on which we should all
work together. He expressed his willingness to assist with the initiative concerned with this topic.
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As there were no further agenda items, AS concluded the BoD meeting by thanking all the members for their
active participation. The minutes is signed and stamped by representative director Kikuchi and auditor Uesugi
according to Article 33 of AAPPS-DPP Inc.
