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Discussions:
Sen chaired the meeting.

- Kikuchi introduced the 2023 Budget Balance Sheet Report. Generally, the budget is fine.
Registration fee and RMPP income increased. The carryover increased from 2022. Auditor report

has been prepared by Uesugi. It reports that financial statements are appropriate.

- Kikuchi introduced the 2023 Business Report . Everything is going on well. The number of DPP
members exceeded 3000. Ding is finalizing the membership. The number of presenters for AAPPS-
DPP 2023 will be 718. In AAPPS-DPP 2023 three satellite meetings will be held.

- Kikuchi mentioned that the 2024 conference will be held in Malacca, Malaysia.

- Kikuchi introduced the FY2024 Business Plan including new activities proposed by the
DPP chair. Kikuchi suggested restarting the discussion on AAPPS-DPP and APS-DPP joint
award.

- Kikuchi introduced FY2024 Budget Plan. He reported that registration income and sponsorship

income will increase.

- Kikuchi expressed concern about the increase of the conference management cost in future
DPP conferences.

- Sen summarized new activities proposed by him. One is to organize workshops or schools.
He reported that satellite workshops for space and laboratory plasma will be held during
AAPPS-DPP 2023. For promotion of diversity and gender balance, workshop on “Women
in Plasma Physics” will be held during AAPPS-DPP 2023. Another activity is
strengthening cooperation with EPS-DPP and APS-DPP. Sen is participating in the
program committees of EPS-DPP and APS-DPP.

- Murphy introduced the workshop on “Women in Plasma Physics” scheduled during
AAPPS-DPP 2023. Kikuchi suggested increasing the number of women BoD members and
strengthening the link between DPP Women in Plasma Physics and APS working group on
women in physics. Kikuchi introduced woman in physics prize (Yonezawa Prize) in Japan
Physical Society.

- Rawat reported the activities of organizing plasma workshops and schools at Singapore.
Possibility of supporting the workshop by AAPPS-DPP and/or APCTP was discussed.

- Ganesh reported their proposal for a workshop on magnetic reconnection for laboratory and
astrophysical plasmas. Attendee from India will attend physically, and international
attendee will attend on-line. Possibilities of support from AAPPS-DPP/APCTP, IPR, ICTS
were discussed.

- Bhattacharjee reported the success of domestic plasma colloquium for students and young
scientists and suggested extending such school/workshops to international events.

- Discussions on registration fee were made. The BoD members prefer keeping the
registration fee lower than EPS and APS.
