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Rajdeep Singh Rawat chaired the meeting and welcomed all the members.
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Report on 15t WIPP (A. Murphy)

Anthony Murphy summarized the report on Women in Plasma Physics workshop held during
AAPPS-DPP 2023 at Nagoya, and reported that the proposals in the WIPP report have been
accepted by BoD.

Anisa Qamar asked for advice on how to develop collaborations among women researchers.
Rawat asked about where the funding to support travel for the collaboration will come from.
Anisa Qamar answered that they are planning online discussion without the need for travel.

Anthony Murphy commented that isolated young researchers can learn from collaboration with
people with a lot of experience.

Anisa Qamar mentioned that they need to pull early career women researchers.

Charge to [I-HAC (CEO)

Kikuchi showed the list of -HAC members and reported that in the past DPP consulted with I-
HAC on the foundation of the Chandrasekhar prize and Review of Modern Plasma Physics.

Kikuchi reported that they have recruited women I-HAC members.

Kikuchi mentioned that the key problem is to increase the number of women plenary/invited
speakers and suggested to ask advice from I-HAC.

Anisa Qamar asked whether the number of women plenary speakers depends on the selection
committee.

Rawat answered that they should increase the number of nominations of women and suggested to
encourage people to nominate prominent women.

Kikuchi mentioned that Pat Diamond suggested that they need adjustments after PC selected
plenary speakers.

Kikuchi proposed to ask I-HAC to check the WIPP report and give advice for BoD actions.

Anthony Murphy mentioned that PC chairs should understand the target of at least 20% women in
plenary/invited speakers.

Kikuchi suggested to ask women IOC members to nominate women plenary/invited speakers.

Rawat summarized that the charge to I-HAC has been accepted by BoD.

Discussion

Kikuchi asked about the request for proceedings of the AAPPS-DPP annual conferences. Kikuchi
reported that some attendants from Thailand asked proceedings. In last year, DPP gave an option
to publish in MIP journal but only two submitted.

Rawat concluded that AAPPS-DPP annual conferences do not need proceedings.

Kikuchi reported that they had 5 LOC proposals for AAPPS-DPP 2027, 2028.
