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Rajdeep Singh Rawat initiated the meeting and requested Wonho Choe to chair it as he had difficulty
in speaking due to sore throat.
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1. FY2025 Budget Balance Sheet Report (CEO)
- Kikuchi presented the FY2025 Budget Balance Sheet, and reported that the net assets are positive.

- Kikuchi reported that the conference income for AAPPS-DPP 2024 in Malacca was significantly
lower than for AAPPS-DPP 2023 in Nagoya. However, total expenses were also much lower
because hotel and food costs were cheaper, resulting in still a surplus of 3.7 million yen.

- Wonho Choe asked whether the Nagoya conference could be used as a benchmark for the annual
conference.

- Kikuchi replied that Nagoya conference was strongly supported by NIFS staff and that
outsourcing costs will be higher for AAPPS-DPP 2026 in Busan.

2. FY2025 Business Report (CEO)

- Kikuchi presented membership statistics. The number of AAPPS-DPP members has exceeded
APS-DPP and is approaching 4000.

- Kikuchi reported AAPPS-DPP annual conference statistics. There were 532 presentations in
Malacca, including 92 female presentations, and the number of presentations will be 1100 in
Fukuoka.

- Kikuchi reported the renewal of the International Honorary Advisory Committee (I-HAC), noting
that new female members were invited.

- Kikuchi announced that AAPPS-DPP 2026 will be held in Busan, and that in 2027 there will be
two AAPPS-DPP conferences in Hyderabad, India, and Harbin, China.

- Kikuchi reported the status of Review of Modern Plasma Physics (RMPP). A total of 32 papers
was published in 2024, and the current impact factor is 4.5.

- Inresponse to Anisa Qamar’s question about funding from international agencies, Kikuchi
noted that a private fusion company sponsors the Chandrasekhar prize, and that Wonho Choe
negotiated support of 5000 Euro from IUPAP for which the online application was submitted
by Rawat. Support from APCTP is decreasing. Springer supports U40 awards, and MDPI
supports PIP.

3. FY2026 Business Plan (CEO)

- Kikuchi outlined the FY2026 work plan including the AAPPS-DPP 2025 and 2026 annual
conferences, publications of high-quality papers in RMPP, Prizes and Awards, and financial
support programs.

- Kikuchi suggested Wonho Choe and Suk to explore support from Korean companies for AAPPS-
DPP 2026 in Busan.

- Kikuchi reported that APPC-16 will be held in Haikou, China in October, 2025.
- Anisa Qamar requested to include WIPP in the activity plan.

- Anthony Murphy commented that as a review journal, the impact factor of RMPP is on lower
side and asked how to improve. Kikuchi replied that stricter screening is necessary and noted
that a discussion on improving RMPP is scheduled on September 21 during AAPPS-DPP
2025.

- Wonho Choe pointed out that in item 3, SiWoo Yoon is no longer a director of KSTAR and that
he is now a vice president of KFE. Kikuchi replied that he will make correction.

4. FY2026 Budget Plan (CEO)
- Kikuchi presented the FY2026 budget plan.



Kikuchi noted that the conference income estimates of 40 million yen is conservative and that
higher income is expected from AAPPS-DPP 2025 in Fukuoka. He expects an increase in
reserves.

Conclusion

All participants approved Agenda items 1-4.

As nine BoD members were absent, Matsumoto called an electronic vote for BoD members who
did not attend the BoD meeting. Seven members (Zensho Yoshida, Rajaraman Ganesh, Sudeep
Bhattacharjee, Yutong Li, Yoshiharu Ohmura, Peng-Fei Chen, Wulyu Zhong) approved the
agendas.

Agenda items 1-4 are approved by the BoD, and will be presented at the General Assembly on
September 23 during AAPPS-DPP 2025 in Fukuoka
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As there were no further agenda items, Rawat and Wonho Choe concluded the BoD meeting by
thanking all the members for their active participation.
