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Abhijit Sen chaired the meeting and welcomed all the members.
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Discussions:



Kikuchi summarized DPP2025, 2026 proposals.
Kikuchi emphasized the importance of escaping from financial crisis.

Kikuchi pointed out that the most serious problem of hosting DPP in China is that it is not possible to
send money from the hosting institute in China to foreign societies. Possible resolution is to split
registration fee payment into Chinese society and foreign society. ICOPS2024 at Beijing this year will
be managed by this method. Kikuchi reported that Haixing Wang proposing DPP2026 at Ningbo agreed
to split the registration fee payment.

Kikuchi commented that the venue cost of DPP in China (Ningbo or Zhuhai) is too expensive. The venue
cost of Busan (Korea) is reasonable and have some room for reduction. The venue cost of Islamabad
(Pakistan) is low but hotel room charge is too expensive.

Kikuchi compared the expected number of participants. When DPP is held in Japan or China, the number
of participants will be 500-700, and half will be local. In Korea, the local participants will be 100-150,
and the number of total participants will be 400. For budget balance, higher registration fee may be
necessary when DPP is held in Korea.

Kikuchi reported that 2026 is OK for Korea but they cannot host DPP in 2027. Ningbo proposal prefers
2026 but they can host DPP in 2027 as well.

Kikuchi commented that the problem of having DPP in India is the big difference of the registration fee
between local participants and foreign participants. To have 300 local participants, the registration fee
may be reduced to 100USD, and cannot cover the cost when DPP is held in Jaipur. Having DPP at the
university campus at Jodhpur will reduce the cost but Jodhpur is not convenient for flight.

Rawat asked about the surplus of the DPP2023 at Nagoya.

Kikuchi answered it is about 80,000-100,000USD. Kikuchi explained that personal cost for LOC was
low because NIFS supported and welcome party was supported by government agency and many
sponsors and this is exceptional year.

Rawat asked about the surplus expected in DPP at Malacca, Fukuoka, and Busan.

Kikuchi answered that we cannot expect large surplus at DPP2024 at Malacca. We can expect surplus at
Fukuoka. For Busan, surplus can be expected if we have 600 participants but it is hard to have 600
participants for DPP at Busan.

Sen pointed out that DPP2024 at Malacca will be a benchmark of DPP with smaller number of attendants,

and suggested to relax goal of financial balance for DPP held in smaller countries.

Kikuchi asked about governmental support for DPP in India.

Sen answered that they have difficulty in finding support but break-even budget balance will be possible.
Kikuchi asked Kwon (Korea) for comments

Kwon asked about the expected number of participants for DPP2024 at Malacca.

Kikuchi answered that 300-350 from foreign counties and 100 from Malaysia institute of physics. In
total 400-450 is expected. We need at minimum 350 for cost balance.



Kwon asked about the rules selecting conference site each year.

Kikuchi answered about the geographical condition to attract many participants and cost balance.
Kwon emphasized the importance of promoting science in Asia-Pacific region

Kwon commented that they have possibility of finding government support for DPP at Busan.
Kikuchi asked P. F. Chen for comments for having DPP in China

Chen answered that both Ningbo and Zhuhai are good place for having DPP and they will try to reduce
the cost.

Rawat agreed with having DPP2025 at Fukuoka and DPP2026 at Busan. He commented that DPP2027
and later can be held at China and India. For DPP in India, he suggested getting support from various
agencies in India.

Shiratani suggested having DPP2027 at India for country balance and Rawat supported it.
Sen answered that they can work on details having DPP in India.

Matsumoto reported that Yutong Li, who could not attend this BoD meeting, voted for having DPP2025
at Fukuoka and DPP2026 at Ningbo. He also reported that we had no other votes from BoD members
absent from this meeting.

Sen summarized that all attendants and Y. Li agreed having DPP2025 at Fukuoka.
Sen suggested to have DPP2026 at Busan and Rawat supported.

Kikuchi suggested to have discussion on DPP2027 after ICOPS2024 at Beijing. He will invite the
conference organizer Tao-Shao to learn how to manage splitting the registration fee payment between
local attendants and foreign attendants. He will also invite Indian colleague for more realistic proposal
for 2027.

For DPP2026, 7 BoD members attending the meeting supported Busan, and P. F. Chen and Y. Li
supported Ningbo.

Kikuchi asked Sen to update Indian proposal to reduce difference between local and other and try to get
financial support from government. He suggested having smaller conference in India or Pakistan as
proposed by Sen. He prefers cheaper conference venue by having DPP at the university campus.

Kikuchi commented that for DPP2026 at Busan, we need more detailed discussion on budget balance
and how to reduce cost.

Sen concluded that we decide having DPP2025 at Fukuoka, and DPP2026 at Busan. For DPP2027 and
later, we detail Indian and China proposals.

Sen concluded the BoD meeting by thanking all the members for their active participation.
