Kikuchi reported late Kunioki Mima’s contribution to plasma physics and DPP, and proposed to change

name of U30 award to Kunioki Mima award.

This proposal was approved by all BoD members present online and electronically voted Wulyu Zhong.
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Reports
2-1 Current status of Budget Support : Requests for finding sponsors (CEO)

Kikuchi reported the currently foreseen sponsors. IUPAP will support S000 Euro. APCTP support will be
applied by DPP chair. IFE forum will support U30. Springer and Elsevier supports are considered. MDPI
will be contacted.

Rawat suggested to try [AEA.

Kikuchi requested BoD memebers to find sponsors of Chandrasekhar prize and PIP prize as there are no
sponsors yet.

Kikuchi commented that since the cost of airfare to travel to Fukuoka from India or Pakistan is much higher
than that in Malacca, DPP will not be able to support as many participants as we did in Malacca conference.

2-2 Actions on WIPP (A. Qamar)

This topic will be discussed in next BoD meeting.

2-3 Status of DPP2025 Fukuoka (CEO & Shiratani)

Kikuchi reported that DPP2025 will be held at Fukuoka International Convention Center. The target number
of participants is 800-1000. 2" floor room with 700 seats will be used for plenary sessions. 100 poster
boards will be prepared for poster sessions. Program book will be provided. According to the request by
Rawat, smart-phone application for the conference program will be prepared.

Shiratani reported the current state of the LOC application for supporting foundations.

2-4 Status of DPP2026 Busan (W. Choe)

Choe reported the status of DPP2026 at Busan, Korea. It will be held at Busan Port International
Exhibition & Convention Center (BPEX) on 11-17 Oct. 2026. BPEX can accommodate all sessions
including the poster session. The BPEX cost will be 7.5M yen.

Kikuchi concerned about the increase of the registration fee when the event is outsourced to an event



company.

- Wonbho replied that the outsourcing cost will be 20M Korean Won.

2-5 Status of [-HAC membership (CEO)

- Kikuchi showed the terms of reference of I-HAC and the list of 2025 I-HAC members. He reported that new
female I-HAC members have been appointed to achieve 20% female members recommended by the WIPP
report.

- Choe suggested to invite APS and EPS chairpersons to I-HAC. He mentioned that to get future support from
IUPAP, AAPPS-DPP should appeal their support for developing countries and women.

- Rawat asked whether I-HAC has regular meetings.

- Kikuchi replied that I-HAC had e-mail communications when AAPPS-DPP established Chandrasekhar
Prize and started publication of RMPP.

- Choe proposed to have I-HAC meetings during the AAPPS-DPP regular meetings.
- Kikuchi proposed to ask advice from I-HAC for promotion of gender balance.
- Rawat asked opinions for Choe’s suggestion of inviting [UPAP chairperson to I-HAC.

- Since there were no objections, Rawat asked Choe to invite [UPAP chairpersons.

2-6 Call for DPP2027, 2028 LOC (CEO)
- Kikuchi reported that they are calling proposals for DPP2027 and DPP2028 LOC by Feb 28, 2025.

- Kikuchi mentioned that the key problem of having AAPPS-DPP in India is the cost balance when the
registration fee for Indian participants is reduced

- Rawat pointed out that the VISA is a major problem for participation from China

- Kikuchi mentioned that the problem of having AAPPS-DPP in China is that registration fee for Chinese
participants should be collected from Chinese organizations. Difficulty of participation from US is another
problem.

- Kikuchi pointed out the VISA problems for India and Pakistan and asked about VISA free districts in China.
- Jin Ping replied that Hainan-island is VISA free.
- Kikuchi encouraged LOC proposals from China

2-7 Status of APPC-16 DPP program preparation (Chair)

- Rawat reported that APPC-16 will be held on Oct 19-26, 2025 at Hainan, China. He is chairing the program
subcommittee of plasma physics..

- Kikuchi mentioned that in APPC-14 at Kuching, Malaysia, there was support from APCTP and MIP but
currently no reply from APCTP.

2-8 Discussion on JPS proposal to collaborate and participate in JPS Annual Meeting (Chair)

- Rawat reported that JPS (the Physical Society of Japan) president and the advisory council for international
collaboration of JPS asked AAPPS division chairs to discuss on collaboration and participation in JPS
annual meeting.

- Wonho Choe expressed the opinion against the proposal. He has concern about regular participation to the
JPS meeting because domestic societies in other countries may have similar proposals.

- Rawat will reply to the request by suggesting more discussion in AAPPS council.
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As there were no further agenda items, Rawat concluded the BoD meeting by thanking all the members for
their active participation.
