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Rajdeep Singh Rawat chaired the meeting and welcomed all the members.
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1. Reportof the 8" GA 5 8 [EIE et B D

- Matsumoto reported on the 8™ General Assembly (GA) held on Sept 23, 2025. There were 34
participants attending in person and 48 members who voted electronically. Proposal 1.
concerning the adoption of balance sheets and profit and loss statements, and their detailed

documents together with the Auditor’s report was approved.

- Matsumoto reported that at the GA, Kikuchi presented the FY2025 Business report, the

FY2026 Work plan, and the FY2026 Budget plan.

- Matsumoto further reported that during the GA, there was a discussion on visa issues and the

request to consider holding future AAPPS-DPP conferences in a hybrid format.

- Rawat summarized several drawbacks of hybrid meetings including participants often logging

in without actively participating, differential registration fees raising equity concerns, and the
possibility that declaring a hybrid format may discourage travel and reduce in-person attendance.

- Rawat also mentioned the need for childcare arrangements during the conference period raised by

a participant, and proposed that, if resources permit, AAPPS-DPP should explore providing
support for attendees requiring childcare.



Rawat further reported that at the GA, a participant asked how AAPPS-DPP could help
situations in some countries where women cannot access education. He replied that AAPPS-
DPP follows the AAPPS constitution, and therefore refrains from engaging in any kind of
political discussion.
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Wonho Choe explained the reasons for selecting Busan as the venue for AAPPS-DPP2026
and asked suggestions on how to improve the meeting.

Kikuchi responded that a list of considerations and recommended improvements would be
prepared and shared with the organizers of the Busan meeting.

Rawat noted that some plenary presentations are too technical and proposed distributing
guidelines for speakers to ensure that talks include sufficient background and introductory
material for a general audience for plenary lectures.

Anisa Qamar proposed implementing a feedback mechanism to improve the conference.

Sudeep Bhattacharjee suggested distributing instructions for chairs and program committees to
carefully select speakers and talks.

Kikuchi proposed to ask I-HAC to recommend one more influential female BoD member
from China, Korea or Japan.

Kikuchi reported that AAPPS Council action have been slow regarding the implementation of the
women in physics guidelines.

Kikuchi pointed out the possible technical problem of transferring money between countries
in AAPPS-DPP2027 at Harbin.

Kikuchi suggested hiring a young, active operational staff member to support the continuity
of the AAPPS-DPP activities.
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As there were no further agenda items, Rawat concluded the BoD meeting by thanking all the
members for their active participation.
